From outdoor to indoors, five fiber optic strings run from the base along the 47- foot neck.  The strings can be programmed in a variety of patterns using six colors.

The legendary Roy Clark was the first to sign the banjo on May 22, 1999 during the Grand Country Market’s Grand Opening celebration and most recently, CBS Daytime Drama, As The World Turns star, Jennifer Landon signed on June 5th, 2007.
