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 “We just can’t possibly make the originally planned opening due to construction delays and other incidentals that have been out of our control and were not accounted for in our original plan,” said Lucchi. “We felt that it would be best to postpone the opening and not overlook some of the special details in the construction that will make the entertainment complex unique. In the long run, this is better for the entire project.”
