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stars of the bandstand era,” says Chris Lucchi, Managing Partner of Belair Holdings, LLC, one of the groups developing the project.  “These were the stars that we all tuned in to see every afternoon on American Bandstand  LIVE from Philadelphia.”

Fabian became an overnight singing sensation, a film star with over 30 films to his credit, and the producer of his own concert series.  The Philadelphia teen was actually discovered at the age of 14 sitting on the front steps of his home – and, at 15, he won “The Most Promising Male Vocalist of 1958”.  By the time he was 18, he had recorded dozens of hit singles, eight albums, and earned gold records for “Turn Me Loose” and “Tiger” and a gold album for “The Fabulous Fabian”.  On January 8, 2002, Fabian received one of show business’ highest honors, a star on Hollywood’s Walk of Fame.

Having achieved international success with records like “Devil Or Angel” and “Rubber Ball” in 1960, Bobby Vee’s string of hits would span the next ten years.  Billboard Magazine has called Bobby Vee “one of the top 10 most consistent chart makers ever”.  Solid gold hits including “Take Good Care of My Baby”, “The Night Has 1000 Eyes”, “Run To Him”, and “More Than I Can Say” and preceded his 2 million-copy seller “Come Back When You Grow Up Girl”.

Brian Hyland was born in Queens, New York and sky rocked to the top of the charts in 1960 reaching #1 with the classic novelty song “Itsy Bitsy Teenie Weenie Yellow Polka Dot Bikini”.  Brian’s success continued throughout the 1960’s but one of his biggest records “Gypsy Woman” brought him back to the top of the charts.  Recording hit records for five different labels that ranged from novelty to pop ballads – fold rock to country & soul – Brian’s talent runs deep and his silky smooth voice proved timeless.

Chris Montez was born and raised in east Los Angeles where he was heavily influenced by his Hispanic culture and the rock’n roll success of his hero Richie Valens.  He formed a band and 
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recorded his own original songs, was signed by Monogram Records, and produced the local hit “All You Had To Do Was Tell Me”.  Chris’s single “Let’s Dance” hit the top ten and while touring 

England in the early 60’s, a then unknown group by the name of “The Beatles” were his opening act.  Herb Alpert helped Chris moved to a soft ballad sound and the hits “The More I See You”, “There Will Never Be Another You”, “Call Me”, and “Time After Time” followed in quick succession.

The Chiffons were formed in 1960 at James Monroe High School in the Bronx, New York.  The lead singer was 14-year-old Judy Craig, supported by Patricia Bennett and Barbara Lee, both 13.  They picked the groups name out of a hat and by early 1963 they had a tremendous hit with “He’s So Fine”!  This hit was the number one record on both the Pop and R&B Charts and the whole country was singing “doo-lang, doo-lang”.  “One Fine Day”, “Sweet Talkin’ Guy”, and “He’s So Fine” topped the charts as The Chiffons toured and produced until 1976.
